Sub-weapons require hearts before they 
can be used. When Leon has a sub-weapon and 
sufficient hearts, a sub-weapon attack can be executed 
by pressing the utton. Depending on the sub­

weapon, the amount of hearts required for use will vazy. Only one kind ofsub­
weapon can be held at any time.

OPTIONS 

From the main Title Screen, the following options can 
be changed in the OPTIONS menu: 

Key Config: Change the button layout to control Leon. 

SOUND SETTING: Change Sound Settings. 

Sound Type: Select from Monaural, Stereo or Dolby 
Surround Pro Logic II 

B.G.M . Volume: Adjust the volume of the 
background music. 

S.E. Volume: Adjust the volume of the game's sound 
effects. The demo mode volume can also be adjusted 
with this option.

JUMP 
Press the 0 button to make Leon jump. Press the 0 button while Leon is 
jumping to execute a double jump. 

GUARD 
Leon can block enemy attacks by assuming the guard 
position by pressing either the RI or R'.L button. 
However, if Leon is hit repeatedly while guarding, 
the stamina required to guard against perpetual 
attacks will eventually decrease to the point that the 
guarding is ineffective. There are also some attacks 
that are impossible to guard against. While guarding, 
Leon can walk slowly without changing direction. 

GUARD: SPECIALATTACKS 
Enemies will occasionally unleash special attacks. 
Special attacks can be identified by a violet glow. 
When Leon guards against special attacks, these 
attacks are absorbed by the gauntlet and stored as 
MP. MP is required to initiate magical attacks with 
relics, so always stock up on MP when possible. For 
more information on relics, see Relics & Orbs on 
page '.LO. 

his skill is learned only after certain conditions are 
met. A perfect guard is earned by guarding against an 
attack at the last possible instant. For executing a 
perfect guard, Leon is rewarded with MP and hearts. 
While it is challenging, its benefits should outweigh 
the risk to experienced players. 

QIIICKSTEP 
Leon can dodge attacks by executing a quick sidestepping motion. A quick step is 
performed by simultaneously pressing the left analog stick and pressing the 0 
button while Leon is guarding. Leon can sidestep to avoid enemy attacks. This is 
an excellent skill for negating an enemy attack and enabling a quick counterstrike. 
The quick step is learned after certain conditions are met.

AC@IRING SKILLS 
As Leon battles his way through the castle, a variety of offensive and defensive 
skills can be learned. New skills are learned by satisfying specific conditions, such 
as attacking certain enemies. The skills acquired by Leon can be checked on the 
status screen.

STARTING THE GAME 

The player assumes the role of Leon Belmont to 
rescue his betrothed, Sara Trantoul, who has been 
abducted by the vampire Walter Bernhard. Using a 
whip, sub-weapons, and relics, battle your way to your 
beloved in Walter's castle through five horrific areas 
of monsters and bosses. 

After the introductory screens and prologue movie are displayed, the Title Screen 
will appear. Select CONTINUE, NEW GAME or OPTIONS. 

CONTINUE: Resume a previously saved CASTLEVANIA® LAMENT OF 
INNOCENCE™ game using data saved on a memory card [SMBJ [for 
PlayStation®l.]. For more information on saving, see page 9. 
NOTE: The continue option will not appear on the Title Screen unless a saved 
game is stored on a memory card [SMB] [for PlayStation®1.]. 

NEW GAME: Start a new game from the beginning. 
You will be taken to a NAME ENTRY screen to enter 
a name of a save file. Subsequently, the FILE 
SELECT menu will be displayed to choose a save file. 
The game will begin after the save file is confirmed. 

OPTIONS: Adjust game settings. Follow the on-screen menus for additional 
information.

RINALDO'S SHOP 

SELL: LEON CAN SELL UNWANTED ITEMS 
TO RINALDO. 

Select this heading to display a list of Leon's items that 
could be sold. From the right, the list shows the item's 
icon, name, quantity held by Leon, type, and price. Only 
useable items, protective equipment, and accessories 
may be sold. If Leon selects an item, Rinaldo will ask for 
the total quantity to be sold. Enter the quantity by 
pressing left or right on the directional button, then 
confirm the choice with the 0 button. 

EXIT: EXIT RINALDO'S SHOP. 

NOTE: Make a habit of visiting Rinaldo's shop. His 
merchandise will change depending on a variety of 
conditions. On occasion, he may even provide you with 
valuable information, such as details on enemy bosses, 
that will greatly help Leon's quest. Frequently visiting 

· 1aldo could prove beneficial to your game strategies.

Select this heading to display a list of Rinaldo's 
merchandise for sale. ,From the right, the list shows the 
merchandise items icon, name, quantity held by Leon, 
type, and price. terns that Leon can afford are displayed 
in white, while the unaffordable items are shown in gray. 
If n already has nine of ertain item, it will also be 
shown in gray. If Leon selects an item, Rinaldo will ask 
for the total quantity to be purchased. Enter the quantity 
by pressing left or right"on the directional button, then 
confirm the choice with the 0 button. 

SAVING THE GAME 

During the quest, Leon will acquire new skills, items and abilities. It is possible to 
save the game on a memory card [SMB] [for PlayStation® l.]. Depending on your 
available free space, you can create multiple save files. 

Games can only be saved when Leon ent ers the Save 
Room. Leon must stand in the glowing circle near 
the statue. Follow the on-screen instructions to save 
your current game progress.

SUB-SCREEN OVERVIEW 

Access the sub-screen menu to review Leon's status, 
items and equipment by pressing the START button. 
Various information, including Leon's status 
parameters, money in possession and game options can 
be examined on this screen. Move the cursor to 
equipment icons to check the names and descriptions of 
equipment. Move the cursor to Leon Belmont to check 

your play record. Some aspects of your play record are required for unlocking certain 
moves, so be sure to save your games. 

STATUS PARAMETERS 

HP: "Hit Points" are a measure of Leon's remaining HEALTH. Leon sustains 
damage when he is hit by an enemy attack or trap. The game is over when the HP 
gauge drops to zero. HP may be restored by some items. HP are fully restored in the 
Save Rooms. 

MP: "Magic Points" are a measure ofLeon's MAGICAL ENERGY. This magical 
energy is used to power relics which can unleash damaging attacks on enemies. When 
magical energy is used, the gauge will begin to decrease. MP can be restored by 
guarding against special attacks from enemies. 

Hearts: "Hearts" are a measure of Leon's stored energy for using sub-weapons. In 
addition to sub-weapons, attacks powered up by using an Orb also use hearts. The 
amount of hearts consumed will vary depending on the sub-weapon and /or attack 
move. Hearts can be earned by destroying enemies and breaking open candle stands 
scattered through the castle.

MAP MODES 

Fixed mode 
Once rotated, the map's position is fixed and stopped from rotating. If the player 
switches from the rotation mode to fixed mode, the map is rotated to the north position 
and then fixed in position. 

Rotation mode 
The map is allowed to freely rotate to match Leon's direction of travel. If the player 
switches from the fixed mode to rotation mode, the map automatically rotates to 
match Leon's direction. 

PLACEMENT OF MARKER STONES 
Leon can find marker stones that can be placed anywhere to show up on the area map 
as convenient place markers. Press the L1 button while the map is open to access the 
marker placement menu. 

Select the marker to be used by pressing up or down on the directional button and 
confirm its use with the 0 button. The marker stone's location will be shown on the 
map in a chosen color. This is a useful technique when Leon must return to a place of 
importance after exploring a large area of terrain.

MAP 
MAP SCREEN 
The map can be displayed any time during play by pressing the SELECT button. The 
map will show the area where Leon is traveling. Rooms that Leon has entered are 
shaded in blue. Save rooms are shaded in red. HLeon obtains a map in the game, rooms 
and corridors not yet entered by Leon are shaded in gray. Not all rooms will appear on 
maps, and there may be secret chambers. 

If the map shows a portal between two rooms, there defmitelywill be some way for Leon 
to go from one room to the other.Access to the other room may require Leon to trigger 
a hidden switch or use a special item, but there will always be a way through. Don't give 
up exploring the castle until you have reached 100% map completion.

SUB-SCREEN OVERVIEW 

Lek: A numerical rating of Leon's 
LUCK. This attribute influences the 
likelihood of enemies dropping valuable 
or important items helpful to Leon's 
quest. 

Status: An indication of Leon's body 
status. Body status is rated according to 
the following categories: 

Good: Leon's body and overall health is 
functioning normally. 

Poison: Leon's body is POISOJ\TED, 
resulting in decreased body funt1:ionality. 
Leon will sustain r HP of damage 
regularly over a set amount of time and 
his movements will be interrupted by 
painful spasms. POISON may be 
neutralized by drinking SERUM. 
Without SERUM, Leon will slowly 
recover from the effects of POISON. 

Curse: Leon's body is CURSED, 
resulting in an inability t-o use spells or 
special attacks. Using UNCURSE 
POTIONS will dispel a CURSE, but 
even without UNCURSE POTIONS, 
Leon will slowly recover from the effects 
of CURSE. 

Stone: Leon's body has been TURJ\TED 
TO STONE and is unable to move or 
defend from enemy attacks. Escape this 
condition by jiggling the left analog stick. 
The faster you react influences Leon's 
recovery time. However, if you do 
nothing, Leon will .never recover. 

Paralysis: Leon's body is PARALYZED 
and is temporarily rendered incapable of 
any action. Leon will slowly recover from 
the effects of PARALYSIS, but the 
recovery time can be increased by jiggling 
the left analog stick. 

Curse%: Indicates the probability of 
Leon avoiding the effects of a curse when 
hit with a cursed attack. For example, 
"7r' indicates that Leon has a 7r% 
chance of being immune to a cursed 
attack. Therefore, it is a high probability 
that Leon will not experience the effects 
of a cursed attack. 

Stone%: Indicates the probability of 
Leon avoiding the effects of petrifaction 
when hit with a petrifying attack. For 
example, "w" indicates that Leon has a 
w% chance of being immune to a 
petrifying attack. Therefore, it is a high 
probability that Leon will be susceptible 
to the effects of a petrifying attack. 

Poison%: Indicates the probability of 
Leon avoiding the effects of poisoning 
when hit with a poisonous attack. For 
example, "ro" indicates that Leon has a 
ro% chance of being immune to a 
poisonous attack. Therefore, Leon has 
an equal probability of being immune. or 
susceptible to the effects of a poisonous 
attack.

Gold: The amount of gold Leon 
currently has in his possession. Gold can 
be used to purchase items from the 
alchemist Rinaldo Gandolfi.

EFFECT ORB SYSTEM 
The orbs and sub-weapons obtained by Leon can be combined in pairs to use a wide 
variety of magic attacks. Because there are many varieties of orbs and sub-weapons, 
dozens of magic spells can be used.

RELICS & ORBS 

RELICS 
A relic is a special kind of equipment that releases a special attack or spell while 
consuming MP. Once equipped, a relic is turned on and offby pressing the RI button 
and the® button [sub-weapon button] at the same time. While it is turned on, the relic 
remains active as it consumes MP. A number ofrelics may be obtained in the game, but 
only one relic may be equipped at any one time -switch relics to suit the situation. Press 
the L1. button to open the relic circle window and select the relic to be equipped. Relics 
may also be equipped using the real time window. See Circle Wmdows on page 19 and 
Real Time Wmdow on page rr for more information.

SUB-SCREEN MENUS 

Item List: Allows you to check and organize Leon's 
items in possession. Choose this heading on the sub­
screen menu to display the list of usable items. To toggle 
between this list of items and event items, press left or 
right on the directional button or the right analog stick. 
Press the ® button to switch around items on the list. 
You should take the ti.me to organize your items for 
quick access and use. When scrambling in battle, finding 
an item in the real time window could be a matter of life 
and death for Leon. Arrange items so you can fmd them 
quickly. 

Equip List: Allows you to change currently 
equipped/possessed whips, protective wear and 
accessories. To toggle between this list of whips and 
separate lists for protective wear and accessories, press 
left or right on the directional button or the right analog 
stick. The currently equipped items are marked with the 
letter "E". For more information, see Real Time 
Wmdow on page 17. 

Relics List: Allows you to check and organize Leon's 
acquired relics . .Although arranging the relics in the relic 
circle window has no real benefit, arranging the relics in 
the order of preference for the real time window is 
recommended. For more information, see Real Time

Orb List: Allows you to check and organize Leon's 
acquired orbs. Although arranging the orbs in the orb 
circle window has no real benefit, arranging the orbs in 
the order of preference for the real time window is 
recommended. For more information, see Real Time

Skill List: Allows you to check the spells and special 
attacks that Leon has learned. Check this list for 
descriptions of special moves and the commands needed 
to execute these attacks. 
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SUB-SCREEN MENUS 
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Encyclopedia: Review stats and profile information on 
enemies that Leon has faced throughout the castle, 
such as attributes, weaknesses and drop items. An 
enemy is added to the list as soon as Leon has battled it. 
However, detailed information such as a description 
will not be added until Leon has defeated the enemy. A 
monster's item information is updated only ifit drops 
an item after its defeat. 

Tolerance: Indicates the type of attacks that the enemy 
is immune to. 

Weakness: Indicates the type of attacks that will inflict 
double the standard damage. 

Drop Items: Indicates the kind[ s] ofitems the monster 
may drop when defeated. A "--" marking indicates 
that the enemy has no drop items. A "????" marking 
indicates that the enemy has drop items but has not 
dropped an item yet. 

No. defeated: Indicates how many of that enemy has 
been defeated. 

Information: Description of the selected enemy. 

Options: Various game settings can be changed. 

Key Config: Change the button layout to control Leon. 

Sound Setting: Change Sound Settings. 

Sound Type: Select from Monaural, Stereo or Dolby 
Surround Pro Logic II 

B.G.M. Volume: Adjust the volume of the background 
music. 

S.E. Volume: Adjust the volume of the game's sound 
effects. The demo mode volume can also be adjusted 
with this option. 

Vibration: Turn the vibration function on or off. 

NOTE: The options menu on the Title Screen offers 
additional options. See Options on page 26 for more 
information.

If certain conditions 
are met, three accessories can be equipped. Additional accessories may be 
discovered during Leon's quest. 

REAL TIME WINDOW 

In this game, all items and equipment are accessed, used, equipped, etc., using the real 
time window. While this window is open, the action occurring in the game continues to 
unfold even while the player accesses this window. Because the window selections and 
action is all done in real time, there are times where the action could become hectic and 
intense. For instance, Leon may need to restore HP while he fends off monsters. 

Open the real time window by either pressing the Rj 
button [press down on the right analog stick] or 
pressing the right analog stick. With the window open, 
move the cursor to the desired heading using the right 
analog stick or the directional button. Confirm the 
selection with the 0 button. 

To cycle through the menu lists, press left or right on 
the directional button or the right analog stick. 

The list cycle is presented in the following order:

Pressing the 8 button backs up the real time window by one list. The real time 
window memorizes the list it displays last, so it will automatically go to that list when 
it is next opened. When you are finished making your selections in the real time 
window, press the 0 button to close the window. Press the 8 button to cancel and 
not use any item or change equipment. 

NOTE: Beware!! When accessing a real time window, Leon can only move around 
and can not attack monsters.

EQ!IIPLIST 
Leon can be outfitted with several kinds of equipment using this sub-menu. First, select 
the type of equipment you want to equip and then confirm the item to equip Leon with 
it.
